Rotary International names Salt Lake City to host 
the 2007 convention 
 
Date switch with New Orleans gives Crescent City 
Rotary clubs time to recover from Hurricane 
Katrina, organize 2011 meeting 
 
(Evanston, Ill., Nov. 8, 2005) — Rotary International, one 
of the world’s largest volunteer service organizations for 
business and professional leaders, has chosen Salt Lake 
City, Utah, USA, as the site for its annual convention in 
2007. 
 
The Rotary convention, often compared to a mini-United 
Nations conference, will attract Rotary club members from 
around the world to the state-of-the-art Salt Palace Conven-
tion Center on June 17-20. Rotary conventions held in the 
United States typically draw about 25,000 registrants. 
 
“We are very pleased to work with Salt Lake City and Ro-
tary clubs in the region to make this happen,” said William 
B. Boyd, president-elect of Rotary International. Boyd, of 
Auckland, New Zealand, will set the agenda for the con-
vention, which will culminate his term as Rotary’s presi-
dent for 2006-07. 
 
“Salt Lake City has the facilities and the capacity to host 
this outstanding event,” he said, referring to the Salt Pal-
ace’s 365,000 square feet of exhibit space and the city’s 
20,000 hotel rooms, most of which are within walking dis-
tance of the convention center. Boyd emphasized that 
Utah’s 40 Rotary clubs—with their combined membership 
of over 1,900—are working enthusiastically to plan and 
host a convention that will showcase the culture, history 
and attractions of their region. 
 
Originally, New Orleans was to host the 2007 Rotary con-
vention, with Salt Lake City the designated site for 2011. In 
August, however, Hurricane Katrina not only destroyed 
much of the New Orleans infrastructure, but also jeopard-
ized the ability of local Rotary clubs to organize and host 
such a large-scale, international meeting. The Rotary Inter-
national Board of Directors decided to switch the dates, 
making New Orleans the designated site for the 2011 con-
vention. The change gives New Orleans Rotary members 
ample time to rebuild their lives and businesses before tak-
ing on the formidable task of planning and hosting an inter-
national convention. Boyd said the date switch was not an 
easy decision for the board, but one that had to be made for 
the benefit of the entire organization. He went on to praise 
the New Orleans clubs for their hard work in preparation 
for the convention prior to the hurricane disaster.

KATRINA RELIEF UPDATE 

 
Thank you, District 6450 Rotarians!  On Wednesday night, 
November 2nd more than 40 District Rotarians gathered to 
sort, pack boxes, and load a donated 53-foot semi-trailer 
with clothing, household goods, food and other necessary 
items for our second relief trip to Mississippi.  Many thanks 
to Chris Lavoie, president of the Downers Grove club, 
along with committee members Dave Carlson, Nick Mar-
kionni and Terry Bartolini, for coordinating the “packing 
party!”  A special thanks to Randy May, president of the 
Darien club, for the donation of the semi truck, driver and 
fuel.  We also extend a heartfelt thank you to the leadership 
of District 6440, our neighboring district to the north, for 
participating in this effort, which enabled us to accomplish 
much more than we could independently.  And not to be 
forgotten is the Romeoville High School Interact Club 
members who washed and dried stuffed toys for the chil-
dren!!     
 
On Monday, November 6th, Randy’s driver and trailer de-
parted the warehouse in Romeoville and headed south to 
Mississippi, arriving there on Tuesday afternoon.  Caryl 
and I were fortunate in that we were heading home from a 
trip to Florida, and were able to stop in Mississippi to meet 
up with our driver, but also to meet Bob Kranz, president of 
the Rotary Club of Long Beach, MS and other Rotarians 
and volunteers.   
 
The focus of our efforts is the four communities of Long 
Beach, Pass Christian, Bay St. Louis and Waveland.  We 
were gratified to see the outpouring of support that these 
cities have received, not only from our Districts, but other 
Rotary and non-Rotary organizations as well.  Our pallet-
ized items were off-loaded from the truck, and then trans-
ported by forklift truck to areas of the 20,000 square foot 
warehouse where the goods were categorized for distribu-
tion.  Unbelievably, this warehouse turns donated goods 
every two to three days.  People coming to the warehouse 
are asked only to sign in, identify where they are from and 
take no more than seven items per day.  We delivered many 
toys donated from Rotarians and Wonder Works of Oak 
Park; the Mississippi Rotarians are planning a very special 
Christmas for the children this year. 
 
Later that day, we toured a portion of the 26-mile long by 
half-mile wide beach area along the Gulf Coast.  Not a sin-
gle building in this area survived the hurricane; homes and 
businesses were obliterated; many structures were lifted off 
foundations and moved inland.  Debris still litters the road-
side; clean-up crews are everywhere; the sound of chain 
saws permeates the air; blue FEMA temporary plastic roof-
tops are the norm and temporary trailers are serving as 

homes for the displaced who are slowly returning.  Con-
struction crews are living in tents along the beach.  One of 
the members of the Long Beach Rotary club had his power 
restored only Tuesday of this week.  Tens of thousands are 
homeless; these communities are on the verge of bank-
ruptcy, in some cases with $1 million in overtime paid to 
police, fire, public works and others, leaving little in re-
serve to maintain these necessary services.  
  
We have accomplished much; your monetary donations, 
along with many volunteer hands, helped make this a suc-
cessful effort.  But the need will continue for years to come.  
Many plans are on the drawing board in Mississippi, and 
we are working with the local Rotarians to narrow-focus 
our efforts for the immediate future. Thank your for your 
continued support!

A Rotarian saw a hungry child, and cried out, "Why doesn't 
someone do something about this?" And a voice from above said 
-- "I did; I created you."  
 
Without going so far as to claim a divine mandate, we can cer-
tainly recognize that Rotary has a unique opportunity to be of 
service to mankind. Through our Rotary Foundation, we have 
collectively undertaken a multitude of humanitarian and educa-
tional functions. 
 
Somewhere in the world, our gifts to the Rotary Foundation have 
accomplished these things: 

• a crippled child in India is fitted with a prosthetic device 
• a young Japanese scholar has opportunity for further study 
• a remote African village is provided a safe water supply 
• a clinic in Brazil is equipped to provide medical service 
• a GSE team gains understanding of another culture  
 

And in a broader sense: 
• the threat of polio is coming to an end, world-wide 
• the next generation is being challenged to work for peace 

 
Can there be greater pride? But at the same time can there be 
greater humility? Through our Foundation, Rotarians have ac-
complished much, but there is much more to be accomplished. 
 
From our Rotary meetings and literature, we have learned about 
the history, the programs, and the financial plan, of our Rotary 
Foundation. But in addition to that factual information, there is 
one additional ingredient that must be added. That ingredient is 
passion. Passion for human needs, and passion for our potential to 
meet at least some of those needs. 
 
Some among us have experienced the overwhelming emotion of 
squeezing those precious drops of vaccine on the tongue of a po-
lio-threatened child. Some among us have participated in the 
learning experience of Group Study Exchange or an Ambassado-
rial Scholarship. Not all Rotarians can be directly involved in 
these foundation programs, but all Rotarians can help to make 
these things happen. 
 
At the RI Convention in Chicago, PRIP Glenn Estess called on all 
Rotarians to pledge to the RI Foundation USD $100 per year. 
That is less than $2 per week. Can we claim to have passion for 
the work of our foundation if we fail to do our part in this small 
way? 
 
If we do have passion for human needs, and passion for our po-
tential to meet at least some of those needs, how can we NOT 
care? How can we NOT share? For the world condition to im-
prove, it must depend heavily on non-governmental organizations 
such as Rotary. We cannot and must not depend on "someone 
else."

Chicago O'Hare Helps  Kindergarten Teacher 
 
Ms Geri Widdes has been teaching kindergarten in Chicago for 
38 years and has never missed a day of school.  This is her last 
year of teaching before she retires.  She normally has over forty 
children in her kindergarten class; this year she only has thirty-
four students. 
 
Fred and Bev Otto met Ms Widdes at a social gathering for the 
Chicago O'Hare Rotary Club  at the Arlington Race Track in Sep-
tember. During conversation, Bev Otto mentioned that Ms Wid-
des gives her students stuffed toys and tells them that these are 
their "reading babies". From this meeting has developed a project 
of giving to Ms Widdes, 60 children’s books and 24 stuffed ani-
mals.  A fellow professor in the Teacher Education department at 
Northeastern Illinois University was so touched by the story, that 
she bought the 24 new stuffed toys to be given to Ms. Widdes. 
 
Ms Widdes says that she is looking forward to retiring, for she 
will net more money on her pension than she now takes home 
teaching, after she deducts all of the items that she contributes 
from her pay check to assist her students.  Ms Widdes teaches at 
the Delano Public School, which is located near Garfield Biologi-
cal Conservatory on Chicago’s West Side. 
 
If  your club would like to make a donation of books to children 
in kindergarten, Fred Otto, District 6450 Community Service 
Chair, can work with you to have a Chicago Public School as-
signed to your club.  Also, consider applying for a District Sim-
plified Grant to make your club money go further. 
 
Dr. Beverly Otto previously conducted a research grant where 
five books were provided to each kindergarten student in a Chi-
cago Public School.
