Hello District 6450

We are excited to share with you news and results on the progress of Rotaract Chicago’s international service project in partnership with
Rotaract Panama, the Panamanian Ministry of Health (MINSA), and many Rotary clubs within District 6450.

The official start of the Bajo Bonito Project began in March when eleven Chicago Rotaracters traveled to Panama. The primary focus of
this $6000 project is to provide potable water to the rural impoverished village of Bajo Bonito through a sustainable water purification sys-
tem. The water cistern and associated purification equipment have been purchased and we visited the beneficiaries in Bajo Bonito to sup-
port an educational session provided by MINSA and Rotaract Panama. During this session, it was made clear that Rotaract Chicago’s
support was one component of a project that would require manual labor, education, and an active hand of those in Bajo Bonito to insure
its success.

Rotaract Panama welcomed us with open arms and received us in their homes and country, as if we were family. They planned several
other volunteer projects during our one week trip, including repairs and the painting of an orphanage, teaching English in a local elemen-
tary school, and leading team building exercises in a juvenile rehabilitation center. Their generosity, leadership, and friendship are an
inspiration to us all.

We know this project has had a significant impact, providing access to clean water for this rural Panamanian village in a world where 1.1
billion people lack access to clean water and suffer from preventable water related diseases. However, this project was also very impor-
tant for Rotaract Chicago. It was an experience that created new friendships, changed our perceptions, and raised our expectations for

what Rotaract Chicago will accomplish in the future.

| believe our collaboration and the effectiveness of this project exemplify Rotary International’s mission of fostering friendship and spread-
ing peace and understanding. In sharing the importance of this trip, we are also writing to thank all of you. Rotaract needs the support of
District 6450 and we owe a special thanks to Rotary One, Rotary Lakeview, Oak Lawn Rotary, and Rotary Northwest for their support and
significant financial contributions to this international service project.
