These ovens 
each provide 1,000 hot meals per day or 100 loaves of 
bread per hour to people who have no other means of 
obtaining hot food. These areas have no electricity, 
and the people cannot afford propane. In most cases, 
the cost of wood—if even available—is equal to the 
cost of the food.
