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What is Vocational Service and how can you and your 
club become involved?

You might even suggest set-
ting up a reali ty store or a job shadowing opportunity.  RYLA 
(Rotary Youth Leadership Awards) is also a wonderful opportunity 
to get involved with the mentoring of youth. 
 
Another idea is to contact the elementary schools and suggest a dic-
tionary project or start up an Early Act Club.  At the Junior High or 
Middle School level your club can start a Four Way Test Essay Con-
test. 
 
Every one of these activities are fun and generate enthusiasm for Ro-
tary in your club and the community.  To help you get started contact 
some of the District Leadership to support you.  Vocational Service 
Chair, Mary Ann Bobosky; New Generations Chair, Linda Yates; 
Four-Way Test Essay Contest Chair, Tom Drake.  All of these con-
tacts are in the Directory or you can find them on the District Web-
site www.rotary6450.org.

Twenty-six Rotary clubs in our district will be having pro-
grams on Vocational Service this month thanks to all of the 
efforts of the Vocational Chairs in our local clubs. All of 
the Rotary clubs in Napervill e will hear students from both  
Napervill e Central and Napervill e North High Schools re-
late their experiences in the Career Insight Program, a part-
nership between The Naperville Rotary Clubs, Naperville 
Community Unit School District 203, and the Napervill e 
Area Chamber of Commerce.   
 
This unique vocational program involves community lead-
ers and teachers working together to develop a Law Class 
curriculum.  Lawyers work with teachers to develop lessons 
on technical writing, courtroom behavior, and defense of 
court cases. They are taught how to write law briefs and 
review law cases.  The attorneys also talk about the ethics 
involved in the practice of law.  The culminating activity 
for the class is a mock trial held in the council chambers of 
the Napervill e Municipal Center.  Students from Naperville 
Central and North argue a case and serve as the attorneys 
and jury.  An appellate court judge conducts the trial and 
challenges students throughout their arguments.  This is just 
one example of how Rotary can support Vocational Ser-
vice. 
 
Now is the time for our District’s Rotary Clubs to form 
partnerships with local schools or school districts.  Contact 
the Superintendent of schools or the principal of a school to 
see how Rotarians in your club can become involved. 
All of the clubs in our district are encouraged to have a Vo-
cational program during the year to make members aware 
of this important Avenue of  Service.

Upon completion of their trip and after writing their report, Mi-
chael Diamond, Rotary One and Donald Staley, Chicago Lake-
view, District Co-Chairs, submitted a request to RI for financial 
aid.

The Temple Solar Project (TSP) Committee has adopted the Rotary Motto, “Lead the Way” We started solar baking, with insulated 
ovens, in many remote areas. Where we have led, and proven the concept, others have followed. One example of that is the major 
development program, being put in place in Afghanistan, where TSP pioneered with 5 ovens in 2002.  The success of the Temple 
Solar Project, made possible by the participation of over 700 Rotary Clubs on five continents. From its humble beginnings in 1997, 
this Distr ict 6450 project has become a showpiece for our district and a strong example of what can be accomplished when Rotari-
ans work together. 
 
Since 1997, the TSP Committee and many Rotary Clubs have been helping groups to establish solar powered baker ies and feeding 
centers in deforested, developing countries around the world. We have now shipped 60 large oven bakeries, which are capable of 
feeding 60 Vill ages, saving 9,000 tons of wood per year, and have no CO2 emissions. 
 
Are we pleased?  Yes but…  Even with all the successes we have had, we feel that we are just getting started.  Many more people are 
anxious to use solar ovens and it requires ongoing effort and coordination to make this happen.  That is why we continue to raise 
awareness of this project.  The TSP Committee is raising awareness through publicity and personal contact with Rotarians around the 
world. Our personal contact includes presentations by TSP Committee members to local Rotary Clubs.  Please suppor t this project 
in the following ways:

Make Temple Solar Project an Annual Budget I tem 
Many TSP Honor Clubs have added a certain amount in their budget so they can support this project annuall y.  Continued funding 
is critical for this project and its positive impact on the world.   

 
Since its inception under the leadership of PDG Bill Temple, District 6450 has financially supported the TSP project.  For example, 
matching grants are available for TSP.  Also, any gift your members make to the Rotary Foundation toward Paul Harris Fellow Recogni-
tion can be designated to the TSP project.

FROM CHICAGO ONE... 
 
Job 1, formerly known as Job Start is a program we began last year.  The City of Chicago requested us to assist them 
with helping them to make their Kid Start Program (a program that helps Chicago youth find summer employment) more 
successful in the private marketplace.  We met with representatives of the Chicago Public Schools to help us identify 
good candidates and we committed to helping to find them substantive jobs with businesses in Chicago, preferably in an 
office setting.  Next, we set up 3 training sessions for the students in conjunction with the Society of Human Resource 
Professionals and the National Institute for Teaching Entrepreneurship and provided each student with a Rotary advisor.  
Employers were recruited to give them a full -time job for eight weeks during the summer at a minimum of $8 per hour. 
 
We have received a great deal of positive feedback from both the students and employers!  This project works well as a 
Rotary project on several levels: it engages a large number of members, it helps a large number of students to obtain posi-
tive experiences and assists them with not only finding a substantive job, but establishing professional contacts for future 
referrals and/or job-networking.  This project also enhances Rotary’s profile in the city and provides the club with a po-
tential source of new members, including the employers and even farther into the future, the students!  For more info, 
please visit our website at www.jobstartchicago.org. 
 
This past year, many JobStart advisors came from other Chicago-area Rotary clubs, including the Rotary Club of Chi-
cago—Financial District, Rotary Club of Chicago Near South, Far South, and Near North.  We encourage interested 
members of these and other area clubs to contact the Rotary Club of Chicago staff office if you would li ke to participate 
as an advisor in this year’s program.
