Outbound GSE had a Great Time in Italy!! 
 
From May 9 to June 9 five Americans traveled to Italy for a Group Study Exchange through 
the Rotary International organization.  The exchange, which is funded by the Rotary Foun-
dation serves to provide both a vocational and cultural opportunity for the participants.  The 
non-Rotarian team was led by longtime Rotarian, Ruth McLaren, a member of the Oak 
Park River Forest Club.  Ruth is a Senior Vice President and founding officer of Community 
Bank of Oak Park River Forest. 
 
The Exchange was arranged two years ago between the two incoming District Governors, 
Art Davis in 6450 and Massimo Benedetti of District 2090 in Italy.  The team members were 
Melina Cossi, a supervisor with McMaster-Carr Supply and Distribution, Anthony Gilbert, a 
college music teacher; Tina Levy, an executive assistant with United Way of Chicago, and 
Jackie Ostrowski, a freelance writer for the Chicago Tribune. 
 
The area visited in Italy was District 2090 which follows north to south along the Adriatic                                  

Coast, and includes Albania.  The team visited within four regions:  Abruzzo, Molise, Le Marche and Umbria.  They visited over thirty 
cities and were hosted by about 45 Rotary Clubs from the district.  Their very busy schedule included tours of wine producers, muse-
ums, churches, and ancient ruins.  For vocational experience they were hosted in more than twenty businesses owned by Rotarians.  
The businesses included the oldest bell foundry in Italy, the oldest candy (confetti) manufacturer, a satellite monitoring station, an illumi-
nation factory, a plant for manufacturing and distributing cookies and biscuits, an accordion factory, a ceramics studio, and two research 
laboratories, among others.

Brief Report:  
RI Convention in LA  
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In June my wife, Marcia and I, along with other Rotarians from 
our District, attended the 4-day Rotary Convention in Los An-
geles. There were about 18,000 Rotarians there.  We espe-
cially enjoyed visiting with some Nigerian Rotarians whom we 
had met the previous year at the Salt Lake City Convention, 
and with whom I had visited this past November during a Polio 
Immunization and Project Fair trip to Nigeria.

Bacharach conducting the orchestra.  He played a medley of 
show tunes from the past 70 years of Warner Brothers’ films, 
while showing Warner Brothers film clips on the big screens, 
even including some from Bugs Bunny and Road Runner!
