5 Cool Ideas for Improved Public Speaking

1. Meet the folks prior to talking with the folks.

This is an excellent way to build rapport and help the audience
warm to you. You can greet people as they enter the room. If it's a
small group, you may wish to personally visit them at their seats.
Shake hands and thank audience members for attending. Ask what
they hope to learn from the program. This psychological rhythm will
help you become a much more effective speaker.

2. Smile at the beginning of your presentation.

Nervousness and anxiety will tug at your emotions, especially at
the beginning of your speech. Remember to smile more than you
normally would. In my early days of speaking, | would practice the
beginning of my speech in a mirror. | would repeatedly greet my
imaginary audience, each time giving the big smile | still use today.
Be sure to let your voice smile, too. Use inflection and tone to dem-
onstrate happiness and appreciation.

3. Never tell people that you're nervous.

Let the audience figure out if you're nervous. You've got limited
time to convey your important message. Don't waste time saying
the obvious. | once attended a training session given by a fellow
speaker. Prior to the talk, he intimated to me that he had stopped
wearing neckties in favor of sweaters. During the first few minutes
of his talk, he wasted time and possibly damaged his credibility by
telling the audience that he was wearing a sweater instead of tie.
Never dwell on the obvious. Also, avoid telling the audience that
you’re new to public speaking or that you're nervous. Let them
figure it out. These comments can devalue your opinion and down-
grade your authority. Hide your nervousness by minimizing your
movement, especially early in the speech. Keep your hands out of
your pockets, a sure sign that you are uncomfortable.

4. Handouts can help deliver your message.

Give audience members a handout that explains how they can
contact you. The handout can be a simple document highlighting
your message. Your contact information will help people find you
for future speeches.

5. Stand at the exit door to say “thank you.”

At the end of the meeting, make a beeline for the exit door so you
can say “good-bye” to audience members. This is a great way to
personally thank people for attending your speech. On their way
out, attendees will provide feedback, including compliments that
will boost your confidence the next time you speak. Be sure to
have business cards and a pen with you so that you don’t need to
leave your post when providing an autograph or your phone num-
ber.

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“Family of Rotary”

“The Family of Rotary” is a term that addresses the part of our organization that encourages clubs to support fellow Rotari-
ans and their families. Rotarians who feel supported and enjoy friendships within their club are likely to become the strong-
est members and to encourage others to join.

“Support” at it's most fundamental level means “helping” or even more precisely “caring for”. There are three important ar-
eas within the “Family of Rotary”:

1. Supporting fellow Rotarians in our own club 't*

It is impossible to support anyone unless you KNOW that person. Thus, supporting Rotarians in our own club needs a foundation
of members getting to know other members. Clubs use several effective mechanisms to try to achieve this goal:

1. “Good News Bucks”

2. “In the News” Bucks

3. Reclassification talks

4. “Rotarian of the week” (each week a member gives a 5 minute talk about anything she/he chooses)

5. Using your own members for programs

6. Getting newer members involved right away (giving their classification talks immediately after initiation, joining an active
committee or project, having a Rotary mentor)

7. Schedule shared activities — quizzes, clean-ups, and crazy auctions that can focus on fun and getting to know each

other better.

8. Form a committee or appoint an interested Rotarian as “Family of Rotary” coordinator to find out who needs and would
appreciate special support.

9. Organize help for Rotarians who need something special

.K* 2. Suppo rting Rotary families

This type of caring always requires the opportunity for spouses/partners and or children to participate in activities with a
Rotarian. Many clubs have developed wonderful social events (plays, concerts, wine-tasting, progressive dinners, etc).

One morning club held one EVENING meeting each month that included guests (spouses, children, etc.) — a dinner meeting
with an interesting program. That club had an informal morning meeting the week of the evening program, where no pro-
gram was planned and attendance counted as a make-up.

And don’t overlook the possibility of encouraging “Rotary couples”, where both members of a couple are active Rotarians.
Our adult children, too, often just need an invitation or encouragement to become Rotarians.

Suppo rting the larger family of Rotary 't*

Ideas worth consideration to get to know Rotarians from far away on a more personal level:

1. Exchange students -- have EACH Rotarian sign up for a date to do one activity of his/her own choosing with the
exchange student.

2. Consider getting together a group of Rotarians/spouses, partners or adult children for a “friendship exchange”.

3. Doing make-ups whenever you travel
