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Sprucing Up the District 6450 Manual of Procedure 
 

IMPORTANT INFORMATION!!  
 
The District 6450 Strategic Planning Committee felt that 
the District’s Manual of Procedure could be more useful if 
formatting were made more consistent throughout the 
document and that is what the proposed revision attempts 
to do. 
 
Our rules require that proposed changes “…shall be sub-
mitted in writing to the District Governor at least 90 days in 
advance of the District Conference” which has already 
been done.  It further sates that proposed changes 
“…shall be published in the District Newsletter…at least 
60 days in advance of the District Conference” and that is 
what this communication is. 
 
With two exceptions, every effort was made to propose 
only changes and/or additions of headings and numerol-
ogy and to rearrange text for better understanding without 
changing the substance of the document.  The two excep-
tions where substantive changes are being proposed are: 
 
1. Change the title of the District Governor Nominee-
Nominee to District Governor Designate.  This makes the 
succession: District Governor, District Governor Elect, Dis-
trict Governor Nominee and District Governor Designate. 
 
2.   Change references to “audited (by a CPA)” financial 
statements to “statements that will be reviewed by Rotari-
ans in good standing and with appropriate qualifications”.  
Here, the proposed change aligns with practice. 
 
Both the current and proposed District 6450 Manual of 
Procedure are available for viewing as pdf documents via 
the links below.  Please encourage your Club’s elector/s 
(voting delegate/s) to become familiar with the proposed 
changes and prepared to vote on them at the District Busi-
ness Meeting to be held at the District Conference May 1-

DGE Michael Slevnik 2008-09 
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On December 8, 2007 Bangladesh held its 16th National Immunization Day (NID) for polio. 
Being polio free since 2000, Bangladesh reported 18 new polio cases in 2006. According to 
the World Health Organization (WHO), the polio cases were the result of importation of the 
poliovirus from India where over half the world’s new polio cases were reported last year. Four 
countries, India, Nigeria, Pakistan, and Afghanistan remain Polio endemic. 
  
Joining an international team of fourteen Rotarians, Kent Demuth of the Rotary Club of Naper-
ville, had the opportunity to work with Bangladesh Rotarians during the NID and door-to-door 
follow-up.  Over 600,000 staff from various agencies and volunteers participated in the NID. 
With an objective to administer polio vaccine to 24,000,000 children under the age of five, 
WHO reported over 99% of the children had received the polio vaccine. 

 
To help knock out the poliovirus in the endemic countries and protect nations at risk, Rotary and the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation in November an-
nounced a $200 million agreement that calls for Rotary to match a $100 million Gates Foundation grant, with all funds earmarked for polio eradication. 
Rotary will spend the initial $100 million in support immunization activities in 2008 and raise the matching funds over the next three years. 
 
As a spearheading partner in the GPEI, Rotary’s commitment to end polio represents the largest private-sector support of a global health effort ever.  In 
1985, Rotary members worldwide vowed to immunize all children against polio.  Since then, Rotary has contributed $633 million to polio eradication, of 
which $17.5 million has supported immunization campaigns in Bangladesh. The other spearheading partners in GPEI are the World Health Organiza-
tion, the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and UNICEF. 
 
Rotary and its partners have made tremendous progress against polio. To date, the number of polio cases has been reduced from 350,000 children 
annually in the mid 1980s, to less than 800 cases all of 2007.  

Bangladesh National Immunization Experience 
 Ann Lee Hussey of the Rotary club of South Berwick Maine and myself, Dave Groner, of the Rotary club of Dowagiac,Michigan, jointly planned a volun-

teer team to assist in the Polio immunization of the children of Bangladesh, December 3 to 17, 2007. We are both veteran NID team leaders. The team 

included members from Denmark, Norway, Quebec, Canada and America.  
   
Ann Lee and myself received assistance from the Rotary International Polio office and our Rotary friends in India, but especially veteran Bangladesh 

Polio Eradication National Chairman Iftekarul "Kitchlew" Alam of Dhaka Bangladesh, a long time friend. We wanted to plan a Polio immunization experi-

ence for volunteers and a hands on Rotary Foundation discovery of what could happen with international Rotary friendships and the matching grant 

process of the Rotary International Foundation. 
   
The plan had difficulty.  Cyclone Sidr ripped through Bangladesh in November. Over 3347 people were killed, 880 people missing, 365,000 homes de-

stroyed, 35,000 people living in camps. The storm swept away roads, bridges, and electric lines. Clean water and food within the country became lim-

ited. Many health centers were without electricity to keep the vaccine under the necessary 50  degrees.  The goal did not change. Bangladesh organ-

ized 700,000 volunteers to immunize in 140,000 fixed centers, followed by 4 days of house to house home visits to look for children that did not get the 

vaccine, and immunize them. 
  
The plan worked to perfection. Volunteers, Rotarian's and their family members, health care workers, were plentiful.  Vaccine was supplied to all 

140,000 immunization places, cold and on time. The children, with their families, came  to receive the free Polio vaccine. The final number of children 

immunized was estimated from 18.4 million children to as many as 24 million children. 
  
The volunteer team returned home in time for Christmas. We left behind great new friends we hope to meet again, cooperative agreements for matching 

Rotary International Foundation grants, a deep appreciation for the international family of Rotary and a great respect for the citizens of Bangladesh. 
  
The greatest gift was the children's smiles, a mothers tear of gratitude for the two protective drops of Polio vaccine, friendships with our host families, 

and the local health workers we worked side by side with. These memories may be my best Christmas gift of all time. Thank you Rotary. Thank you to 

the Rotary International Foundation and it's partners, World Health Organization, UNICEF, The Center for Disease Control, and every person who gave 

a donation of money to purchase the vaccine.  Thank You to team members, Peter, Susan, Olav, George, Kent, Daniel, Sharon, Ove, Serge, Helge, 

Carl, Dino, and especially to my co leader, Ann Lee, a polio survivor herself.  I love what you did to provide a Polio free world.
