World Rotary Day!! 
FEBRUARY 23, 2008 

 
I am writing to you today on behalf of Rotary’s Public Image 
Resource Group to encourage Rotary clubs and districts to 
select a day and highlight Rotary’s involvement in the local – 
and global – community. The Public Image Resource Group 
recommends Rotary’s “birthday” on February 23 as an ideal 
date for several reasons. First, as Rotary’s anniversary, Febru-
ary 23 allows clubs and districts a natural day to recognize Ro-
tary’s past, present and future. Second, the more clubs and 
districts around the world that celebrate Rotary Day on the 
same day, the greater the positive impact on Rotary’s public 
image.  
 
Yet, while publicizing Rotary on its February 23 birthday is 
ideal, any day can be identified as “Rotary Day” in your commu-
nity. What is key is to plan a high visibility community service 
project or event for Rotary Day that helps to communicate what 
Rotary is and does with your community.  To help Rotary clubs 
and districts organize a celebration, here are three resources 
that are available for you and your District and Club Public Re-
lations Committees: 
 
100 Ways to Celebrate Rotary Day (PDF). Let your imagina-
tions run wild! You may select one or many options and tailor 
your celebration to your community – or come up with your own 
creative Rotary Day activities. Remember, the idea is to share 
the Rotary story with the general community, so your celebra-
tion efforts should be directed to the community, the media and 
the general public.  

Rotary Day Proclamation (.doc). A proclamation is an official 
recognition of a particular event or day. Often “proclaimed” by a 
government authority, the day is recorded in the public record 
and may be announced in such forums as a city council, provin-
cial government or national parliament.  This formal recognition 
also provides a good “news hook” for potential media atten-
tion. This proclamation sample can be tailored and sent to your 
local community, regional or national government decision-
makers asking that a specific date – February 23 or another 
day – be named Rotary Day and declared an official day in your 
community.  

 Celebrate Rotary Day Poster. To help promote the event in 
your community, two Rotary Day poster designs are available 
for districts and clubs to use. A graphic designer can modify the 
blank section or insert local photos. You can also print the 
poster out as is and write in local event information. The poster 
is designed so that it can stand alone, if needed.  

 The Rotary International Board of Directors adopted “enhance 
the internal and external recognition and public image of Ro-
tary” as the No. 2 goal in its Strategic Plan. Think of the impact 
of everyone celebrating Rotary Day together! Best wishes as

What follows is not tax advice, but general information, which may be useful. Questions regarding any tax matters need to be 
referred to local counsel, your tax adviser or to the IRS. (http://www.irs.ustreas.gov or 1-800-829-1040)  
 
 
On 13 May 1958, the Internal Revenue Service declared that Rotary International (RI) and its clubs and districts are entitled 
to exemption from federal income tax under Section 501(c)(4) of the Internal Revenue Code. While Rotary districts and 
clubs are exempt from paying federal income tax, the law does require Rotary clubs and districts to file an annual 
information return on IRS Form 990, on or before the 15th day of the 5th month following the close of the annual 
accounting period (15 November). – Certain organizations, other than private foundations, that do not normally receive more 
than $25,000 in gross receipts in each taxable year are not required to file Form 990.  
 
 
NEW! Starting in 2008, clubs or distr icts with gross receipts of $25,000 or less will be required to file Form 990-N, 
which is an electronic e-Postcard repor t. This report is required annually starting 15 November 2008. Failure to meet the 
annual filing requirement for three consecutive years will result in revocation of the tax-exempt status of the club or 
distr ict in question. To learn more about this requirement, and to obtain the necessary e-Postcard report form, visit the US 
Treasury website at: www.irs.gov/eo, or call the toll-free number: (877) 829-5500.  
 
 
Numbers: RI's Group Exemption Number (referred to as "GEN" on Form 990), is 0573, which applies to RI as well as all 
USA and Puerto Rico clubs and districts. At the same time, every club and district in the US and Puerto Rico is required to 
have its own Employer Identification Number (EIN). This 9-digit number is essentially a tax ID number, and has nothing to 
do with whether the club or district has any employees. As RI must report annually the EINs of all districts and clubs in the 
USA and Puerto Rico, the RI secretariat maintains a list of those EIN tax numbers for reference. New Rotary Clubs, 
however, must apply directly to the IRS for an EIN number to be assigned to the new Rotary club. Please contact your Club 
and District Support (CDS) representative at Rotary International headquarters if you have any questions about the EIN 
number for your club or district.  
 
 
Tax Deductible Status: Though clubs and districts do not have to pay federal income tax, donations to clubs and districts 
are not tax deductible as a charitable contribution. However, such deductible status is possible for a contribution to any club 
or district charitable fund that has been independently classified by the IRS as qualifying under Section 501(c)(3) of the 
Internal Revenue Code. Membership dues may be deductible for some Rotarians as a business expense. Please contact the 
IRS or your tax consultant or attorney for guidance on this issue.  
 
 
Other Taxes: Clubs or districts may be required to file IRS Form 990-T if they have "unrelated business income." An 
unrelated trade or business is defined as any trade or business that is regularly carried on, and that is not substantiall y related 
to the organization's exempt purpose or function. (IRC Sec. 513)  
 
Federal Social Security and withholding taxes, and local state income taxes may be required from a club or district that has 
one or more paid employees. Please contact the IRS or your tax consultant or attorney for guidance on this issue.  
 
The laws of individual states vary in regard to state income tax, sales tax, other taxes and special li censes. The 501(c)(4) 
status applies only to federal income tax and does not necessaril y have any bearing on state or local taxes. IRS interpretation 
of its Code also can vary slightly in different US Treasury districts.
