PROPOSAL TO ILLINOIS ROTARY GOVERNORS  
 

 
February 23 [Rotary’s birthday] is the perfect day to support 
the founding of Rotary with the founding of a new Rotary 
license plate in this State. 
 
After years of trying to get an Illinois license plate, on Au-
gust 28 it was signed into law. The project has been under 
way for about four months and our total requests as of No-
vember 27th are just 367. We all can do better than that! 
 
The Governor of each District along with their AGs  could 
help by doing the following: 
 
1. Have an official Illinois Rotary license plate sign up day,  
      February 23. 
 
2. Create a special awareness of the plates benefits to all  
    concerned; involve your Assistant Governors in the proc- 
    ess, you can’t do it alone. 
 
3. Governors, please supply a license plate request form to  
    each Rotarian in your District along with the benefit sheet  
    via email.  
 
4. Include the information and the request form in your  
    newsletter. 
 
5. Each District should strive to reach at least 100 new re 
    quests on or before February 23, 2008 
 
6. Sign up yourself and your family first, then get your “ask”  
    in gear.  Most Rotarians have more two cars. Vanity  
    plates up to five characters will be available. 
 
Remember, the fund proceeds will be distributed to the Dis-
tricts based on the number of plates purchased in your Dis-
trict (identified by a Zip code list supplied to us by the Secre-

tary of State’s office).

The Secretary of State’s office requires a minimum of 850 
requests before we can design the actual plate.  There is a 
$25.00 sign up charge for each plate each year with $15.00 
going to the Rotary Foundation for each plate in the first year.   
 
 
Thereafter, $23.00 goes to the Rotary Foundation for each 
plate.  A person does NOT have to be a Rotarian to purchase 
a plate. 
 
If your District has 2000 members and they all get a plate, 
$46,000.00 is donated to the Foundation each year and put 
into a “Donor Advised Fund” for your Districts use. 
 
The District WINS = The Foundation WINS = The member 
WINS!!

Twenty Rotarians from the upper Midwest ventured forth on a Rotary Service Safari to Nigeria, November 8-20.  
Among them from our District were Rick Quackenbush of the Naperville Sunrise Club and myself from the Bradley-
Bourbonnais Club.  The Service Safari included 5 days of home hosting and project visits with Nigerian Rotarians, a 
2-day Rotary Project Fair sponsored by Districts from 15 West African Countries, and 2 days of immunizing children 
against polio. 
 

Nigeria has a population of 140 million which makes it the largest country in Africa and the 9th largest country in the world.  One of every 5 
black persons in the world is Nigerian.  Located in west central Africa on the Atlantic, its history includes independence from Britain in 
1960, the Biafra civil war in 1967, military dictatorships characterized by corruption and mismanagement, and tensions between Muslims 
in the north and Christians in the south and among the major ethnic groups (Hausa, Igbo, &  Yoruba).  Recently Nigeria has experienced  
a more democratic political process and a growing economy.  Nigeria provides 20% of U.S. oil. 
 
For the 5 days of home hosting and project visits with Nigerian Rotarians, the 20 Midwestern Rotarians split up into 3 groups.  Rick Quack-
enbush’s group went to Kano, a city of 9 million in the Muslim north.  Another group went to Abuja, the very new and modern capital in the 
center of the country.  My group went south to the Atlantic port city of Lagos with its population of 15 million. 
 
Lagos was a remarkably energetic city and its Rotarians rolled out the red carpet for us.  However the city had more than its share of prob-
lems.  Besides health and literacy needs, Lagos had severe infrastructure problems.  Some of the most striking problems included solid 
waste removal, abandoned cars, severe shortage of central plumbing (access to water and sewer), unreliable electric supply, need for 
mass transit, inability to refine their own oil, and general and preventative maintenance problems.  In our 5 days, we visited 23 Rotary pro-
jects which addressed some of those needs.  We also enjoyed the fellowship of 3 exuberant Rotary meeting with our hosts.   
 
One of the most striking of the 23 projects was a school for 4000 students where a Matching Grant equipped a classroom with 12 com-
puters.  What was striking however was that this downtown school was in the shadow of Exxon/Mobil’s  15-story business skyscraper, yet 
it had no water and no toilets.  Teachers as well as students “use the bushes”.   
 
At the 23 projects, the Rotary logo on the water well tanks, on the schools, and on hospitals and health centers was a golden symbol of 
hope in an otherwise rather dismal urban environment.  Rarely have I been more proud to be a Rotarian and associated with that golden 
symbol than I was there, seeing the good work that we Rotarians can do. 
 
The next part of our Service Safari was a 2-day Rotary Project Fair held in the capital city of  Abuja.  The capital was very modern and well 
kept, a showplace city.  The 20 of us were joined by another 70 Rotarians from around the U.S. and Canada.  We were told that we were 
the largest delegation of North Americans to have visited Nigeria.  (Nigeria has not been a major tourist destination.)   
 
The Project Fair was an upscale conference with plenary sessions, partitioned booths, and Rotarians seeking Matching Grant partners for 
their countries.  We enjoyed meals and fellowship together there with our African Rotarian hosts.  While very enjoyable, the Project Fair 
felt somehow  remote and sterile, a disarming contrast to the 5 days we had spent in the streets and with the projects in our 3 respective 
cities. The 20 of us didn’t require another 2 days to be convinced of the need to help our counterpart African clubs and districts.  We had 
been among the needy children and beggars, had seen schools and hospitals and neighborhoods without water and toilets, and had seen 
how dedicated African Rotarians worked to bring hope. We were ready to help. 
 
For our final two days in Nigeria, we had a different kind of opportunity to help.  Together with local health workers, we administered and 
monitored oral polio vaccine for children under 5.  In 2003 religious authorities in northern Nigeria had kicked Rotary out and stopped polio 
immunizations.  They said the vaccine would sterilize the women and spread AIDS.  The consequences were dire. Now they have asked 
to have immunizations resume. For me it was a real privilege to personally participate in polio eradication, to be part of what has been the 
dream and drama of Rotary since 1985, to be an active participant in making history. 
 
An interesting aside:  The local health workers had a clever way of identifying children under 5.  They would ask children to reach over 
their own heads with their right arms and touch the top of their left ears.  Children over 5 and adults are able to touch their left ears, those 
under 5 cannot.  It was the “cannots” who got the vaccine.

Richard Ziegfeld, District 6450 Rotarian and former chair of the 
Group Study Exchange Committee, married Hyon Mi So in an in-
ternational event on August 25, 2007, in Seoul, South Korea. The 
outdoor setting featured a water fall, rock garden, and Bukhansan 
mountain in the backdrop. The event was rich with Rotary connec-
tions. 
 
The wedding blended Korean and American traditions. Korean 
customs included women wearing the colorful hanbok (formal 
floor-length dresses); the couple bowing from the waist to each 
other and their guests; and a deep bow (on their knees on the 
ground) to the bride’s mother as a sign of respect for one’s elders. 
In the American style, the event featured a public ring exchange, 
vows written by the couple, and reception toasts including one from 
Rotarian Sang Hyun Choi, team leader from the Korean GSE team 
that visited Chicago in 2006. The groom delivered a 30-second note 
in Korean that only required two weeks of writing and rehearsal. 
The bride developed a slide show for the reception to introduce the 
couple’s guests to the bride and groom and to varying customs re-
lating to family, education, work, and wedding traditions. 
 
The couple became acquainted in the summer of 2006. After ex-
changing hundreds of emails and phone calls, they began visiting 
each other that fall. Ziegfeld has spent four months in Seoul while 
they wait for the bride’s visa to materialize.

Dear Members and Friends of the Rotary Club of Lansing,  
  
Yesterday I received a call from Beth Krumm informing me that her Mom had passed away early that morning. As most of you know, Lila was a long 
time member of our Club. She our first female member, being inducted almost immediately after the rules changed. She was proposed for membership 
by Roy Leck and if it wasn't for the rules about placing her name in two consecutive COGITATORS, she would have been voted in by acclamation im-
mediately.  
  
I'm not exactly the expert on Lila, but what I do know and remember is this. As a new member of our Club on the 17th of November, 1978, I really paid 
no attention to the piano player that day. She played the National Anthem and later she accompanied the Membership as we sang R-O-T-A-R-Y as well 
as several other songs. You see, in 1978, she could not be a member, but I soon learned that she was one of us anyway. It wasn't until we had our 
Christmas program that I realized Lila had only one arm, the way she played the piano, you'd never know it. Since both my sixth grade teacher and one 
my best friends had been  born without an arm, I was already well aware of how a handicap doesn't necessarily handicap a person.  
  
Lila was born and bred in Lansing as Lila Mae Winterhoff. When I first met her, her name was Lila Mae Peters. I soon learned that her husband had 
passed away and that she had both a son and a daughter. Lila was the long time Director of the Lansing Civic Chorus as well as involved in many other 
activities and businesses in Lansing. She was a Director on the Board of the Bank of Lansing and a partner in the Lansing Travel Agency.  
  
Although I'm not quite clear on the details and I may be accused of writing a fairy tale here, but my recollection goes like this. One year the RI Conven-
tion was held in Tokyo and Lila, along with the Harveys, the Gauthiers, the Chelbanas, etc., etc., traveled there to not only attend the Convention, but to 
attend the wedding of Rotarian Sam Schultz as well. Sam, who is Japanese (don't ask, I've never heard how he got his name), was to be married to a 
Japanese lady and the convention proved a great opportunity for all to attend both. It is here that my facts are a little sketchy, but I've been told that 
during all these festivities in Japan she met Bob Stuart and the rest, is well known.  
  
Not long after I joined the Club, Lila and Bob were married. To say that the festivities were spectacular would be understating it. The ceremony took 
place here in Lansing at St. John Lutheran Church and the attendees were then bussed to a downtown athletic club for the reception, where no cost 
was spared on drink, food and music. A wonderful time was had by all.  
  
Lila always had a twinkle in her eyes that seemed to say "I really enjoy life." She was a good friend to many and I considered her my good friend as well 
as a trusted advisor. Bob and Lila were very supportive when I was elected President in 1983 and I have never forgotten that. I last visited Lila and Bob 
in Florida two years ago, although she rarely if ever, got out of the house, the twinkle was still in her eyes. 
  
Our sympathy goes out to Bob, Beth, Art and her son and his family. Lila is, and will always be, the spirit of the Lansing Rotary Club.
