Dear Rotarians, 

I hope you are all having a wonderful summer in Chicago.  
Here on the other side of the world, I can assure you that I 
have been enjoying Buenos Aires’ relatively mild winter. 
 
July has felt like a month of transition.  Academically, my 
classmates and I have gone from the stress of the first  
semester’s final exams to the excitement of the second  
trimester’s new course load.  Politically, attention has been 
moved away from Buenos Aires’ mayoral elections and re-
directed toward the presidential elections to be held in Octo-
ber.  Personally, I have successfully worked into my new role 
as a volunteer at the Fundación Andares.  “Rotarily” (I think 
you catch my drift!), we have seen the ushering in of a new 
set of leadership at the clubs in Buenos Aires. 

The highlight of my month by far has been the work that I 
have undertaken at the Fundación Andares.  Given the foun-
dation’s mission of helping to develop the microfinance sector 
in Argentina, I am working with two other people to plan a 
three-year capacity building program for the microfinance 
institutions (MFIs) currently operating in the country.  The first 
step was to survey the 78 institutions to determine their needs 
and ambitions over the next three years, then crunch the data, 
and finally outline a series of different programs that respond 
to the “market demand” uncovered through our survey.  Part 
and parcel of all of this is a proposal that we are submitting to 
the Inter-American Development Bank in Washington D.C. for 
a $500,000 matching grant to fill out the program’s $1 million 
budget.  One of the most satisfying things about the work is 
the knowledge that I'm involved in something that could have 
a real impact on an important poverty reduction strategy in 
Argentina.  If things go according to plan, this project will help 
the country’s MFIs reach literally tens of thousands of new 
borrowers.  That is a prospect that really excites me. 

July also provided me with my first opportunity to get to know 
areas of the country outside of Buenos Aires.  In the early part 
of the month I took advantage of a long weekend to head to 
the Andes Mountains.  Later, I went with a friend – a good 
friend that I’ve known since junior high and my first visitor! – to 
visit the spectacular Iguazú Falls on the border with Bra-
zil.  For the curious, I’ve posted some pictures from these two 
trips on the following website:  http://picasaweb.google.com/
utdtfinanzasfiestas. 

In an attempt to curtail my verbose tendencies, I’m going to 
close this July report, though not without first wishing you all a 
fantastic rest of the summer.  Thanks, as always, for facilitat-
ing this opportunity in Buenos Aires for me.  More great things 
are on the horizon in August!
