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Ambassadorial Scholarships

The Rotary Foundation's oldest and best-known program is Ambassa-
dorial Scholarships. Since 1947 nearly 37,000 men and women from
100 nations have studied abroad under its auspices. Today it is the
world's largest privately funded international scholarships program.

The purpose of the Ambassadorial Scholarships program is to further
international understanding and friendly relations among people of
different countries. The program sponsors several types of scholar-
ships for undergraduate and graduate students as well as for qualified
professionals pursuing vocational studies. While abroad, scholars
serve as ambassadors of goodwill to the people of the host country
and give presentations about their homelands to Rotary clubs and
other groups. Upon returning home, scholars share with Rotarians and
others the experiences that led to greater understanding of their host
countries.

Our district allocated funding to award one ambassadorial scholarship
this year. Seven candidates (four academic-year candidates and
three 6-month cultural candidates), sponsored by five Rotary clubs
within our district, applied for an ambassadorial scholarship this year.

Dear Rotarians & Friends,

On behalf of our partner Rotarian, Randal Eastman (in Shanghai, China who has been providing his full support for Rotaract’s

current international service project, Koryo), and the Rotaract Club of Chicago Far North and District 6450 alliance Rotaract
Clubs (i.e. Rotaract Club Chicago Near South — IIT, Rotaract Club of Chicago, Rotaract Club of Orland Park - Trinity Christian College,
and Rotaract Club of Kankakee — KCC), the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea (DPRK) is appealing for outside help for the many
flood victims that have lost their homes and have no access to basic humanitarian essentials such as food, shelter, and medical attention.
The humanitarian need in the DPRK is now urgent and needs very special attention. There is now an emergency need for antibiotics
to combat rapidly spreading diseases as a result of the flooding.

The recent flood disaster in the DPRK has left many people including young children infected with a variety of diseases or vulnerable to
contract the spreading diseases. Current relief efforts have not been able to keep up with or meet the demands for antibiotics. It is im-
perative that we respond rapidly to the request of antibiotics by DPRK authorities to demonstrate our commitment to helping needy people
in their country.

The DPRK who is already in short supply of food, medical supplies and other essential humanitarian items, has recently been devastated
by severe flooding as a result of heavy monsoon rain storms. According to estimate figures from the United Nations, more than 200 lives
have already been lost and more than 300,000 people have been displaced from their homes. It is the rural areas that have been most
ravaged by the floods which consist of 3 provinces including South Hamgyong, Kangwon, and North Hwanghae, which are populated with
some of the nation’s most needy people. Furthermore, approximately 58,000 homes have been destroyed along with 50% of health clin-
ics, and 70% of the DPRK’s arable land are now under water, and much of their infrastructure severely damaged or destroyed.

Be fully advised that we are forging into an uncharted territory — the DPRK is a non-Rotary nation. In conducting Koryo we are working
with high-ranking DPRK Koreans who have worked with Rotary in the past, and are familiar with our organization. In addition, our DPRK
partners are knowledgeable, experienced, reliable, and dedicated. They also have the best ability to work with their authorities in allowing
us to reach the many people desperate for our help. Our DPRK Korean partners are people that are affiliated with the Korean Federation
for Protection of the Disabled, Korea Red Cross General Hospital, Department of International Trade Cooperation Studies, and the Com-
mittee for Promotion of International Trade.

Furthermore, our testimony of our DPRK Korean partners is backed by our Rotarian partners in Shanghai, China who have personally
worked with our DPRK Korean partners in the past. Our many partnerships are what is driving the success of Koryo, and our global pres-
ence enables us to carefully manage how the proceeds are allocated and distributed to ensure that they reach the appropriate people in
need. Above all, our DPRK Korean partners have expressed their strong willingness to work with both Rotary and Rotaract in our mission
to help maternal mothers, and orphans and disabled children.

Rotaract has taken the lead in launching “Operation Flood Relief Now” under the Koryo initiative, which is raising emergency proceeds to
purchase antibiotics in China for the flood victims in the DRPK. Our goal is to raise $10,000 in under 2 months for “Operation Flood Relief
Now”. The deadline for collecting proceeds for our fundraiser is October 15, 2007. Gary Permenter, Koryo International Service Project
Director, has been invited by DPRK authorities to personally deliver the antibiotics to the recipients in the DPRK and visit the disaster
area. Atthat time, further assessments will be made on how Rotary and Rotaract focus efforts on providing aid that is most needed.

A small financial donation can make a huge a difference to the average DPRK Korean flood victim that live on an average of $50.00 USD
per month. The Koryo team kindly asks for your show of support for an underrepresented and impoverished population of the world that is
largely forgotten, but has an enormous need. Your donation can provide antibiotics to sick children and people most devastated by the
flooding and are in desperate need of medical aid. “Operation Flood Relief Now” is also an integral step in building a working relationship
with the DPRK by showing them our credibility.
