Short Overview on Northeast lllinois

Introduction

The city of Chicago was founded in 1833. Despigmificant social and financial difficulties in ti®70s and
1980s, Chicago has experienced a dramatic revivaaent years. Planners have spent billions omtiwn
construction, lakefront development, and histogicavation. The city’s thriving arts community ahe hew
Millennium Park designed by Frank Gehry have alagga the city in a prominent spotlight.

Geography and Climate

Chicago is the dominant population center in Naghdilinois, but the region also includes hundrefds
suburbs and small towns. The region, located onvéstern shore of Lake Michigan, extends 60 miles
(100km) north/south and 50 miles (80 km) east/west.

Northeast lllinois is on a level plane. Most rivargd streams drain into Lake Michigan.

Weather in Northeast lllinois follows Midwest seaabpatterns that are modified by Lake Michigane Take
plays a major role in offsetting the most sevefea$ of summer heat waves: Chicago has fewer ks
temperatures above 90°F (32.2°C) than most largkera cities.

The popigatis ethnically diverse with significant conceaitons of
persons of African, Hispanic, and Asian ancestiyifi€se, Filipino, and Korean) and immigration from
Central and Eastern Europe (Poland, Russia, Gerraadyitaly).

Chicago has outstanding medical/research facities as University of Chicago Hospitals, Rush Meaho
and the Center for Rehabilitation. Argonne and Féaiboratories specialize in scientific research.

Chicago is an attractive city for tourists, becaitigéfers significant sports, cultural events,atdinment,
shopping, and tour opportunities.
